Crowd becomes unfrozen and starts
jeering, in a silent slow motion fashion.

Now I am here, my destination
Guess things work for the best
And I know that my time is coming soon.

Thief is in center stage, crowd doesn’t
follow, lights go down on crowd.  Thief
stops and looks around and looks up
toward the ceiling

Who is this man, this man beside me
They call the King of the Jews
They don’t believe that He’s the Messiah
But some how I know it’s true

Jesus enters and falls on the down beat
after “Who is this man” and crowd is frozen
Jesus stays down.

And they laugh at him in mockery and beat
him till he bleeds
